1. The Missionary heart of God in the Old Testament.

It has said that God only had one son and that He made him a Missionary. God loves the nations and everything he planned was with the blessing of the nation sin mind.
a. God’s choice of Abraham was Missionary one.

God choose one man Abraham that through him he might bless all nations.
Therefore know that only those of faith are sons of Abraham. And the Scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the Gentiles by faith, preached the gospel to Abraham beforehand, saying, “In you all the nations shall be blessed. 
Galatians 3:7-8
Abram had his name changed by the Lord to Abraham which means Father of many Nations
· Discuss in your group the significance of God’s choice of the first Jew Abraham and what His plan was to ouch the world through Him and His seed. 
· Does God choose us for a purpose? If we are sons of Abraham what does that tell us about our own personal calling and the nations?
b. God’s call of Israel was in order to reach the nations.
God choose Israel and set it apart from other nations as a Priestly nation in order to represent Him and make Him know to the nations. Israel had a Missionary calling:
Now therefore, if you will indeed obey My voice and keep My covenant, then you shall be a special treasure to Me above all people; for all the earth is Mine. And you shall be to Me a kingdom of priests and a holy nation. 
Exodus 19:5

Yes, many peoples and strong nations shall come to seek the LORD of hosts in Jerusalem, And to pray before the LORD.’ Thus says the LORD of hosts: ‘In those days ten men from every language of the nations shall grasp the sleeve of a Jewish man, saying, “Let us go with you, for we have heard that God is with you.” 
Zechariah 8: 20-23

· Do we have a heart for the nations? Do we have a burden for world mission like the Lords? What can we do to get a heart for the nations?

2. The Missionary minded Saviour.
God so loved the world that He send His own Son to reach it with the Gospel saving message. Jesus isn’t just the Saviour of the Jews:
And we have seen and testify that the Father has sent the Son as Saviour of the world. 
1 John4:14

And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, “All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.” 
Matthew 28:18-19
Jesus sent us to make disciples of all nations. The Greek word used here for nations is ethna which doesn’t mean geographical or political nations but rather people groups. This makes the Great commission far more personal, Christ has sent us to every single ethnic group to make His Good News known.
And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in all the world as a witness to all the nations, and then the end will come. 
Matthew 22:8-10
The above verse is one that has ignited missionary fervour throughout the history of the church. Our mission as Christians is to bring a gospel witness to every ethnic group in the world, only then will we have completed our mission and the Lord will return.

3. The Missionary church birthed.
