Praying for the Nations!
KT Cells4Missions: Praying, Giving and Going to the nations.
(Make sure you have done the first 2 studies on Missions in your cell you can find them on a cells4missions link at our homepage www.kt.org.)

Ask of me, and I will make the nations your inheritance, the ends of the earth your possession. Psalm 2:8
Ask someone in your cell to read out loud the whole of Psalm 2. Discuss in your cell the following questions about the psalm:

1. The condition of the nations (vs1-3)

· When the psalmist looks at the nations what sort of situation does he find? When we look at the world today do we find a similar situation? Do you take note of Global news?
· What are the nations trying to do and why?

· If this psalm stopped after the first three verses how would we feel about the future of Christianity in the world?
2. The reaction of God to the Nations (vs4-6)
· Is God worried, intimidated and threatened by the power of the nations? What is his reaction? If you look at Christians today is their reaction similar to God’s or is it often one of fear and intimidation? How should we deal with such anti Christ attitudes in the world today?

· Prayer action: Get cell member prayer for one another and the church to have boldness and confidence in sharing the gospel in often hostile environments. Pray for the church in hostile nations like the Middle East that they would not be subjugated by a spirit of intimidation.
3. All the nations belong to Jesus! (vs7-12)
· The Father has promised all the nations to His Son for an inheritance. The whole world belongs to Jesus. But the nations don’t come to Christ automatically what must does the psalm say must first happen to bring a nation to Christ? We are the church, the body of Christ, what does this mean for us?
· What will happen if we don’t pray for the nations, how will lack of prayer affect their condition? 
· What will happen if we regularly pray for the nations and missions to nations?

· Do you pray for the nations? When? How and who for? Maybe it’s time to move into new levels of prayer for World missions?
Action:
Pray
· For the UK as we face the Elections that God’s will would be done so that we have a better political environment for the gospel to flourish in.

· For financial resources for KT’s GAP ministry. So that we can achieve our Missions goals for this year.(Gospel to All Nations)

· Pray for one another that God would stir up your heart for interceding for the nations

· Each day you read or watch the news pray for the nations that are featured.  (and the believers in those nations). What do you think God is saying through all this volcanic ash that has grounded planes in Europe?
· Put Monday the 24th of May in your diaries. It is the next Missions prayer evening.
Cell Leader action points:
