Kingdom Character - Exploring Romans 12 (3) - Presenting ourselves to God  

2pm Sunday 3 May 2026 

Key Scriptures: Romans 12:9-13 

Romans 12 marks a decisive shift from belief to behaviour, from theology to transformed living. Paul 

shows us that the Kingdom of God is not merely confessed with words but revealed through 

character shaped by genuine love. This love is not superficial or reactive; it is sincere, unmasked, and 

rooted in lives surrendered to God. 

Genuine love begins inwardly. It flows from transformed minds and renewed hearts rather than from 

mere effort. In a world accustomed to curated affection and conditional care, the Kingdom calls us 

to love without masks or motives—love that is real, costly, and consistent. 

This love carries moral clarity. Kingdom love does not drift into passivity or compromise. It actively 

resists what is evil and clings firmly to what is good. True love protects people by refusing to 

normalise what destroys them, holding together grace and conviction. 

Paul then paints a vision of community shaped by honour. Kingdom culture is marked not by 

competition for attention or influence, but by mutual affection and intentional honour. Love is made 

visible when we choose to lift one another up, speak well of one another, and celebrate others 

without comparison. 

Genuine love is also sustained spiritually. Zeal is not driven by hype or ambition but by devotion to 

the Lord. Kingdom passion is maintained through intimacy with God, not adrenaline. This love 

proves resilient—rejoicing in hope, enduring suffering without bitterness, and persevering in prayer 

when answers delay. 

Finally, love becomes practical and embodied. It meets needs, opens homes, welcomes strangers, 

and shares resources. Kingdom love does not remain theoretical; it reorganises our lives around 

generosity and hospitality. Through ordinary faithfulness, the presence of the Kingdom becomes 

visible in everyday life. 

Genuine love is not optional for Kingdom people. It is the atmosphere in which the Kingdom is 

revealed. 

 

Four Core Questions 

1. Is my love genuine—or selective, conditional, or self-protective? 

2. How do I hold together love and moral conviction without compromise or fear? 

3. What kind of culture am I helping to create through my words, attitudes, and honouring of 

others? 

4. Where is God inviting my love to become more practical, generous, and hospitable this season?
